1. Context

The European Higher Education Area and Bologna Process website http://www.ehea.info provides
general information and resources for Higher Education experts. The BFUG Secretariat manages this
website.

Mid-September 2016, a revised version was launched.

The website focuses on the main topics and achievements of the Bologna Process, and offers a historical
overview of the Bologna Follow-Up Group activities. It also provides an agenda of upcoming events and a
database with an advanced search engine (ministerial declarations, reports, background documents).

The ergonomic and graphic design was reviewed, the editorial content was reorganised and technical
improvements were made. The website is now fully accessible and responsive.

2. Contribution of the BFUG members

The launch of the new version of the European Higher Education Area website in September 2016 was
the first step of a long-term strategy to make it the international reference on higher education in Europe.
